Students should read various world texts and genres, including:

· Selections from the Holt Reader

· Any novellas/short stories/ poetry of the teacher’s choosing

· Any play not used in Shakespeare unit.

Students should write various pieces, including:

· Short analytical/response pieces

· Original poetry and/or short fiction

Students should read one or more novels, of appropriate lexile level.

Students should also read any related fiction and/or nonfiction that the teacher feels is relevant, including:

· Historical essays

· Theatrical reviews

· Analytical scholarship

· Related works by the same author

· Related writers of the time period

Students should write various pieces, ranging from:

· Literary analysis of various elements of the novel

· Novel reviews

· Original short stories

· Researched articles related to author, time period, or scholarship about a novel

· Presentation

Students should read one or more of any of Shakespeare’s plays, including:

· Hamlet

· Macbeth

· Othello

· Or any other play of the teacher’s choosing

Students should also read any related fiction and/or nonfiction that the teacher feels is relevant, including:

· Historical essays

· Theatrical reviews

· Analytical scholarship

· Related poems by Shakespeare

· Related writers of the time period

Possible Writing Assignments Could Include:

· Researched article about topics relating to Shakespeare, his works, his time period

· Literary analysis of the elements of a play

· Comparison/Contrast essay of a written play and its theatrical production

Students should read a selection of non-fiction texts of the teacher’s choosing, including:
· Memoirs or narratives of the teacher’s choosing

· Historical essays of literary, political, or social importance

· Current essays of literary, political, or social importance

Students should write professional, real-world writing pieces, including:
· Summaries

· Reports

· Persuasive Letters

· Reviews

Students should read any nonfiction novels of the teacher’s choosing, of appropriate difficulty. 

Students should write non-fiction of greater length and intensity, including research. 

Students should view appropriate documentary films, including:

· Devil’s Playground

· Two Towns of Jasper

· Man on Wire

Students should read appropriate and relevant materials in connection with documentaries, such as:

· Newspaper articles

· Essays

Students may also view feature films in conjunction with the reading of the short stories upon which they are based for the purposes of comparison/contrast analysis. 

Students should write short responses to each film – response topics to be determined by the teacher.
