Culture influences viewpoints, rules and institutions in a global society.  Students should understand that people form cultural groups throughout the United States and the World, and that issues and challenges unite and divide them.  Students need geographic knowledge to analyze issues and problems to better understand how humans have interacted with their environment over time, how geography has impacted settlement and population, and how geographic factors influence climate, culture, the economy and world events. A geographic perspective also enables students to better understand the past and present and to prepare for the future.
