Description:

Psychology is the scientific study of behavior.  This course will show the relationship of psychology to other sciences; general principles of learning; understanding of behavior and the way behavior develops; explore the subject of personality; physical bases of personality heredity and environment; biological influences on behavior; a study of sensation and perception; adjustment of one’s social environment which would deal with problems of frustration and conflict, and present desirable and undesirable ways of dealing with problems.

Course Standards:

Students will:

1. Analyze behaviors dealing with human beings and the reasons for these behaviors.

2. Consider the factors that influence the ways humans think, feel, and act.

3. Compare conditions and problems that have been faced in the past to those experienced in their own lives.

4. Consider the relationship between the brain and the actions performed by humans.

5. Establish problem solving techniques in order to prepare for situations concerning behavior.

Required materials and Fees:

Textbooks will be provided and used both in and out of the classroom.

Classroom Expectations for Students:  (In addition to those in the Student Handbook)
1. Keep an Objective and Open Mind.

Method of Grading:

Grading is based on a 70/30 scale.  70% of the grade is made up of the Exam Task group while 30% is made up of the Activities Task group.  Both Task Groups are visible in Infinite Campus.  The final exam is weighted through the grading program at 20% of the total class points.  

The following assignments will be incorporated into the class to make up the total points:

1. Exams (Multiple Choice & Open Response)
2. Quizzes (Point Value Varies).
3. Writing Assignments (10-20 points).
4. Group Assignment (Half of 2nd 9 Weeks Grade)
5. Study guides (80-100pts)

6. Creativity Exercises (10-50 points).

7. Papers (2, each Worth 100pts.)
