	Week 1 - 3
	Safety and Sanitation

1. Students will gain an understanding of the types of hazards common in a vet hospital and workplace

2. Students will learn how to protect themselves from potential hazards in the workplace.

	Veterinary Terminology

1. Students will learn common Greek and Latin prefixes, suffixes, and roots

	Week 5 - 7
	Anatomy and Physiology

1. Students will investigate the body systems and gain a working knowledge of how each system functions, it purpose, and how it is affected by disease.

2. Students will develop a vocabulary of directional anatomical terms and will be able to identify anatomical structures of animals.


	
	
	
	

	Week 8 - 10
	Clinical Exams

1. Students will gain practical knowledge of the methods used to assess an animal’s health

2. Students will gain an understanding of the various regions of an animal’s body and the signs of illness that may be present in those areas.

3. Students will understand that temperature, pulse, and respiration is a useful baseline for predicting overall animal health.


	
	
	
	

	Week 11 - 12
	Hospital Procedures
1. Students will gain an understanding of the spay/neuter process and its benefits to pets and pet owners.

2. Students will gain experience in performing several common hospital procedures and be able to demonstrate the procedures to others.

	Week 13 - 16
	Parasitology
1. Students will gain experience in the procedures commonly used to diagnose internal parasites.
2. Students will investigate common internal and external parasites of cats and dogs and be able to id and name them using both common and scientific names.
3. Students will gain experience operating a microscope to search for parasite eggs and gain the ability to identify parasites as well as other debris found in a fecal specimen.


	
	
	
	

	Week 17 - 19
	Office Management

1. Students will be able to name the different types of records, explain their purpose and describe the types of information contained in each record.

2. Students will explain the importance of good phone skills and effective communication when dealing with clients.

	
	
	
	

	Week 20 - 23
	Posology

1. Students will practice basic math skills including: addition, subtraction, multiplication, and division of whole numbers, fractions, decimals, percents, and averages, as well as liquid and linear measurement.  Students will also convert English to metric units.

2. Students will solve word problems illustrating real-life situations using rations and dimensional analysis.  Students will apply their knowledge of basic math to each problem.


	
	
	
	

	Week 24 - 25
	Laboratory Techniques

1. Students will gain an understanding of the circulatory system including its functions, major organs, and how it operates.

2. Students will explore various aspects of clinical hematology.

3. Students will investigate the urinary system, including its functions, major organs, and how it operates.

4. Students will gain practical experience performing two types of antibiotic sensitivity tests and will chart the results and id different types and forms of bacteria.


	
	
	
	

	Week 26 - 28
	Animal Nutrition

1. Students will gain an understanding of the importance of animal nutrition in maintain a healthy animal.  They will understand the functions of nutrients in an animal’s diet, the types of digestive systems, and the process of digestion.

2. Students will understand the role of nutrition by assessing animal, dietary, and feeding factors.

3. Students will be able to identify and describe the various components f a pet food label and be able to make an educated decision on which food to purchase for a pet.

	Principles of Disease

1. Students will explain the signs of disease in an animal as compared to a healthy animal and discuss factors that influence the health of an animal as well as factors that cause disease.

	Animals in Society

1. Students will form an educated opinion of their stance on animal rights/welfare.
